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Non-L ocal Qualifications
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Non-local quadlifications, in particular non-local
degrees, are assessed on a case-by-case basis having
regard to the standing of the awarding institutions,
programme of study, academic performance of the
students and advice from accreditation authorities,
etc. The benchmark is whether the non-loca
qualifications are comparable in standard to a local
one.

Except for the conditions as specified in this Annex,
the decision of the Management Committee of the
Police Children’s Education Trust / Police Education
and Welfare Trust on the equivalency of all other
non-local qualifications shall be final. All
applicants and nominees shall not have objections.

Equivalence between the more popular
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General Certificate of Education (GCE) /

United Kingdom public examinations and
HKALE / HKCEE

General Certificate of Secondary Education (GCSE)
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A passing grade (A, B, C, D or E) in a GCE “A”
Level subject (Except Chinese) is equivalent to the
same passing grade in the same subject in HKALE.

A passing grade (A, B, C, D or E) in a GCE “A”
Level Chinese subject is equivalent to E grade in
HK CEE Chinese Language subject.

Two passes in a GCE Advanced Supplementary
Level subjects (Except Chinese) is equivalent to one
passin a HKALE subject.

A passing grade (A, B, C, D or E) in a GCSE subject
(Except Chinese) is equivalent to the same passing
grade in the same HK CEE subject.

General National Vocational Qualification (GNVQ)
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Foundation level of GNVQ is equivalent to four
GCSE subjects at grades D to G.
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Intermediate level of GNVQ is equivaent to four
GCSE subjects at grades A to C.

Advanced level of GNVQ is equivalent to two GCE
“A” level subjects.

Grade C or above in Cambridge First Certificate in
English (CFCE) is equivalent to Level 4 in HKCEE
English Language.

A pass in Cambridge Certificate of Proficiency in
English (CCPE) is equivalent to Level 3 in HKCEE
English Language.

International Baccalaureate Diploma (1B Diploma)

The equivalency between 1B Diploma and HKALE
will be assessed on case-by-case basis.
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
