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PACC gives full support to the commissioning of Penny’s Bay Quarantine Centre
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On 31 March 2020, regular officers from the Police Anti-Coronavirus Contingent
(PACC) and retired police volunteers went to the quarantine centre in Chun Yeung
Estate to help the Civil Aid Service (CAS) to check rooms left vacant by confinees and
replace used items.

Members of the PACC assisted the Department of Health
and the CAS in Penny’s Bay Quarantine Centre on
19 July 2020 and 20 July 2020 in order to prepare
750 cubicles ready to accommodate people who had to
undergo the compulsory 14-day quarantine. Force members
clearly demonstrated the spirit of “Serving Hong Kong” by
fighting against the epidemic with different sectors in the
society during this difficult period.
