The minimum disqualification periods for the following drink-driving related offences are also set at Tier 3: 
(a)Failure to provide specimens of breath for screening breath tests without reasonable excuse; 
(b)Failure to provide specimens of breath, blood or urine for analysis; and 
(c)Driving a motor vehicle under the influence of drink or drugs to such extent that is incapable of proper 
control of vehicles. 
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
